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Useful information Charging the battery

The battery pack arrives connected but discharged
1. Connect the battery charger to the Nova5000
2. Charge the battery for up to 4 hours

The unit’s status lights will emit a solid green light  when fully charged
3. When fully charged, disconnect the charger to run the Nova5000 directly 

from the battery supply

Operating the Nova5000

1. When first connected to the battery and/or AC charger, the Nova5000 boots
up automatically

2. After approximately 90 seconds, the Windows CE 5.0 desktop is launched
3. Use the stylus or plug in a USB mouse to navigate around the Windows CE 

operating system

Calibrating the touch screen

1. Open the Start menu and go to Settings > Control Panel > Stylus
2. Tap the Calibration tab and then tap the Recalibrate button
3. Follow the on screen instructions to calibrate the touch screen using the stylus

Connecting to the Internet

Via Ethernet
1. Connect an Ethernet cable to the Nova5000
2. If connecting via a DHCP server, an Internet connection is automatically 

established
3. If connecting via a Static IP server, go to Start > Settings > Network and 

Dial-up Connections
4. Open the Ethernet adapter  properties and enter your static IP address
5. Open the Ethernet adapter system tray icon  and click Renew to establish

the Internet connection

Via WiFi
1. Ensure the WiFi utility icon  is enabled in the system tray. If not, tap the 

icon  and select Enable
2. The Wireless Networks dialog box opens automatically. Select a network 

and tap Connect
3. If a network key is required to connect, double tap the network name and 

enter the key in the Properties dialog box
4. To view the available networks again, open the WiFi network icon  in the

system tray
* Nova5000 BX or SX users must connect the WiFi USB adapter. These models do not feature built-in WiFi.

Connecting to another computer

Using ActiveSync software
1. Install ActiveSync 4.1 or higher on your PC
2. Connect the USB sync cable to the PC and Nova5000
3. ActiveSync is launched and establishes a connection to the Nova5000
4. In the ActiveSync main window on the PC, click Explore to browse the 

Nova5000 and copy files and programs to/from your PC

Using Remote Desktop Connection
1. Allow Remote Desktop permissions on your PC
2. Launch the Remote Desktop Connection application from the Nova5000
3. Enter PC name or IP address. Enter login details in login 

window
4. Click OK to establish the remote connection
